· Lawn & Landscaping: Keep lawns mowed, watered, and cared for throughout the growing season. Maintain planting beds free of weeds. Replenish mulch or decorative rocks as needed.
· Home Exterior: Repair any weather- or animal-related damage, maintain fences, replace siding or paint when necessary. Keep your home in good overall condition.
· Yard & Property Cleanliness: Remove trash, debris, dead plants, sticks, and pet waste. Store tools, hoses, bikes, and toys neatly or out of sight when not in use.
· Outdoor Projects: Complete any exterior projects promptly and in accordance with HOA guidelines.

· Winter / Snow Removal: Homeowners are responsible for clearing driveways and sidewalks to ensure safe access for residents and visitors.
· Holiday / Seasonal Decorations: Remove holiday decorations promptly after each season. Excessive or outdated decorations should not remain on the property.

· Our streets are smaller in some areas. Please ensure vehicles are parked according to HOA guidelines, avoiding fire lanes, sidewalks, and public right-of-ways. Safe parking helps maintain traffic flow and emergency vehicle access.

· Any major exterior changes, including painting, landscaping, or structural improvements, must be submitted to the Architectural Committee for approval before beginning work. Forms and instructions are available on the HOA website.

Late fees will be applied for unpaid balances—please check your specific amounts and payment instructions on the HOA website.
